· SE – Student Expectation – “students are expected to…”

· Some TEKS are a paragraph because they did not fit outlining rules (an “a” but no “b”) so we must help districts separate these

· Not as many “Such as” statements – now says e.g., but means the same thing

· “Including” if present means the same thing

· TEA will have online page for “National Reading Lists” as requested by SBOE

· TAKS test will remain the same next year, although the TEKS change

· College Readiness Gap Analysis online end of ’08, beginning of ’09.  Will have online resources to address gaps between new TEKS and college readiness standards

· New TEKS training for ESCs at end of April – 2 day training K-2, 3-5, 6-8, 9-12

· ESCs expected to turn training at end of May and in summer ‘09
